The first four verses relate how Jude intended to write concerning our common salvation,
but a crisis forced him to plead for Christians to fight for the “faith”. All else must wait.
Jesus raised the question in Luke 18:8, “When the Son of Man comes, will he find faith on the earth?”

Jude picks out three characteristics of apostasy:

1. Ungodliness

2. Loose living

3. Denial of Christ
There are several ways to deny Christ:
1. On the day of persecution for personal safety
2. For the sake of convenience
3. By hypocrisy when our lips say we believe in Christ, while our actions prove otherwise
4. By developing false ideas about Him
5. By denying that Christ is only way to Heaven
