SLIDE: Rod Stewart: “instead of getting married again, | am going to find some woman | really
don't like and give her a house.

The beautiful people!

SLIDE: ISAIAH 52:14: ... there were many who were appalled at him — his appearance was so
disfigured beyond that of any man and his form marred beyond human likeness —

SLIDE: ISAIAH 53:2: He had no beauty or majesty to attract us to him, nothing in his appearance
that we should desire him.

SLIDE: ISAIAH 53:3: He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows, and familiar with
suffering. Like one from whom men hide their faces he was despised, and we esteemed him
not.

SLIDE: ISAIAH 53:4: Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered
him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted.

SLIDE: No one ever imagined a crucified-suffering Messiah-Savior of the People!

Jews could not conceive of God suffering because the reason people suffered was because they
sinned! Messiah could not suffer because He had no sin!

Peter’s great confession: “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God!” “Well done!”
Then Christ said, “| must suffer and die on a cross!”

Peter: “No! we will never let that happen to you!”

“Get behind me Satan!”

SLIDE: Suffering servant was a contradictory concept:

Ask Hebrews today, Who is this? Puzzling answers. Israel? They don’t know.
The suffering servant is Jesus. This doesn’t compute to most Of the Jewish race even today.

Jewish man had son who did not take Judaism seriously. Boy threatened to boycott His own bar
mitzvah. Father threatened to send him to the Holy Land if he did not go. Son did not go so
Dad sent him straight to the Holy Land to become a good Jew.

Six months later the boy returned and to his father’s dismay, his son had become a Christian.

Father went to share his confusion with his friend. Friend, said, “Funny you should mention that. I,
too, had trouble with my son so | sent to the Holy Land to become a good Jew. He came back
a Christian.”

What do we do? So they decided to seek counsel from their Rabbi. We both had the same
problem. We sent our sons to the Holy Land to become good Jews, and they both came back
Christians.

SLIDE: ISAIAH 53:10-11a: Yet it was the LORD's will to crush him and cause him to suffer, and
though the LORD makes his life a guilt offering, he will see his offspring and prolong his days,
... 11 After the suffering of his soul, he will see the light [of life] and be satisfied;

If not yet a Christian | hope you see a prophecy fulfilled and believe.

If all ready a Christian | hope your faith will be increased and your understanding of the experience
of Christ will penetrate more deeply into your heart.

SLIDE: ISAIAH 53:4-5: Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered
him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted. 5 But he was pierced for our transgressions,
he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by
his wounds we are healed.

SLIDE: It is like we are damaged goods.
(infirmities, sorrows, transgressions, iniquities, punishment, wounds)

SWITCH BACK TO TECH COMPUTER

SLIDE: 2 Corinthians 5:14-15: For Christ's love compels us, because we are convinced that one
died for all, (Adam) and therefore all died. 15 And he (Jesus) died for all, that those who live
should no longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again.

Sin nature sins: Adam sinned for all of us.

SLIDE: ISAIAH 53:6: We all, like sheep, have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way;
and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us all.

Why? Like lost sheep, everyone is going his or her own way.
Sheep are dumb—get lost—can'’t find their way home.

“All have gone astray”: Universal truth.
Gone astray because of: Our sin.

SWITCH TO ROGER’'S COMPUTER

“Every one to His own way:” every one has their own particular sins and pathways away from God.
Draw of plans A, B, C, D, etc.
WRITE: and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us all.

Moral Dilemma.
Trolley Dilemma

You’re standing by trolley tracks. Trolley coming and 5 unsuspecting workers are in the way. You
can throw the switch and divert the trolley to a siding and save the 5 workers.

How many throw switch?

No brainer. MRI brain scans go to the logical decision making part of the brain for easy, rational
decision.

You’re standing by trolley tracks. Trolley coming and 5 unsuspecting workers are in danger on the
tracks. You get ready to divert the trolley onto the siding. But just then a worker begins
working on the siding. You can throw the switch and divert the trolley to a siding and save the
5 workers. But the one on the siding will die.

How many throw switch?

MRI brain scans reveal logical areas involved but now new areas of emotions and value
judgments.

Now you are standing on an over pass over the tracks with another person. Five workers on main
line. One on the siding. If you push the other person off the over pass and in front of the
oncoming trolley the trolley will quickly break to a halt and save the five on the main line and
the one on the siding. Better one die than seven.

How many throw switch?

MRI brain scans reveal logical areas involved but now new areas of emotions and value judgments
in absolute confusion.

Seldom ask the question: Will you jump off the overpass in front of the moving train and save all 67
How many of you would jump?

What if your children were on the tracks below? You’d jump in an instant.



This is the story of Jesus. We are his children. We are his creation. Trolley of sin is bearing down
on us.
Hanging on the cross was a leap of salvation for a world on the tracks below.

Easier to make decisions regarding people far away who you don’t know than people up close that
you do.
Our sin separates us far from Christ. He hardly knows some of us. He jumps for us anyway.
